Sai is not finite or limited. He dwells in all beings, from ants and insects to

the God Brahma. He pervades all. Sai was well -versed in the knowledge of
Vedas, as well as in the science of self -realization. As He was proficient in
both these, He was well -fitted to be the Sadguru. Any one though learned,

but not able to awaken the disciples and establish them in self -realization,
does not deserve to be called a Sadguru. Generally, the worldly parents give

Patanjali Yoga Sutra doSamadhi Padabéd

In the last issue we saw that Sage Patanjali gives OM as the name to repre-

sent the all -pervading Ishvara. Swami Sachidananda  provides several expla-
nations about the significance of OM and why OM is the most appropriate
name for Ishvara. Let us just see one of them here.

OM is usually split as AUM. A is the beginning of all sounds. Every language
begins with some sound related to O0AO
opening the mouth. The sound of A starts at the throat where the tongue is

rooted. Then the sound comes forward between the tongue and the palate

the creation is A, preservation is U, and culmination is M. A-U-M includes
the entire process of sound, and all other sounds are contained in it. Thus,

OM is the origin from which all other sounds and words were born. As such,

OM is dormant in all the words.

Next, Sage Patanjali goes on to say that repeating it with reflection upon its
meaning is another way to attain Samadhi.

This we call as Japa. Repeating a mantra (that which keeps the mind steady
and produces the proper effect) is called Japa. Japa is one of the powerful
techniques to quiet the mind and many great sages have prescribed it to the
human kind. It is the easiest and the best, because there is no need for a
particular place or time to do the Japa. Because, all we need is to keep it in
our heart. Japa can be continuously happening in part of our mind, while we
attend to the worldly duties with the other.

hand and do our worldly duties with the other. Swami Vivekananda said that
we should keep our thoughts on the Lord constantly as the oil drips when we
transfer it from one container to the other. (Try it once, it would seem that
the oil keeps dripping and would never end). Both of these are possible
with Japa.

DO YOU KNOW OUR TEMP LE NAVAGRAHAS?

Navagrahas:

Navagrahas are the nine planetary gods we worship. It is believed that all events
in the life of a human are tied with the position of these planets, starting at the
time of the birth of the person. Hindu astrological science primarily depends on
these planetary position calculations. Navagrahas are found in most Hindu tem-
ples grouped together on a pedestal in commonly visible areas of the temple.

At our Sai Amrutha Narayana temple, the Navagraha idols were installed in the
Northeast corner of the main temple. The navagrahas at our temple are very
unique. In all temples you see the vigrahams of the Graha devata only. The
uniqueness of the Navagrahas here is that Graha Devata vigrahams have been
consecrated along with those of their respective consorts. Also, in our temple,
Sani Bhagawan is also facing directly Maha Lingeswara (from main altar). This
gives us an unique opportunity to perform abhishekams simultaneously to both
Lord Siva and Saneeswara same time, particularly during Pradosha abhishekam
and on Sani Trayodasi, which is very auspicious and very special.

Devotees report of benefits they have derived in their lives from performing Nava-
graha Abhishekam or Navagraha Shanthi at our temple. It is recommended to
perform rituals like Homam and Abhishekam to Navagrahas to get relief from all
kinds of problems. Of special benefit are prayers offered to Shani Bhagwan,
Guru, Angaraka, Rahu and Ketu.

Abhishekam: Abhishekam to Navagrahas is performed every Saturday morning.
In addition, we also perform special prayers during transition periods of Guru
and Sani grahas, to help devotees face the effects of graha transition on their
lives, based on their janma kundali or jathakam
